Information specific
to the EIR being developed for the 2021 Regional Plan will be provided to the Regional Planning Committee.

Key Considerations

e SANDAG will be preparing a Program EIR which is used to evaluate a plan or program that has multiple
components or actions that are related either geographically or as logical parts of a long-term plan.

e The Program EIR will analyze 19 topical areas to determine if there are significant impacts to the physical
environment from the 2021 Regional Plan.

e An analysis of alternatives will be included in the Program EIR; the Program EIR will also identify
mitigation to avoid or reduce significant impact on the environment.

e The Program EIR will be available for a 45-day public review later this summer.
