2019 Regional Plan Development Timeline

San Diego Forward: The 2019-2050 Regional Plan will build upon the 2015 Regional Plan, which merged local planning efforts, emerging

issues, and innovative concepts into an overall vision for the region’s future, including specific actions to turn that vision into reality. The public
input gathered during the network theme outreach phase will be used to inform development of transportation network scenarios. These draft
networks will include a variety of projects, programs, and services that will be evaluated by performance measures approved by the SANDAG
Board of Directors in March 2018. Later this summer, there will be several opportunities for the public to weigh in and provide input on these
network scenarios. A preferred scenario, which will form the core of the 2019 Regional Plan, will be selected by the Board of Directors in fall 2018.
